The Istituto Domus Ciliota, founded in 1845, with the Domus, is part of an old Augustinian monstery, founded by the Patriarch Cardinal Maffeo Girardi in 1488 and suppressed by Napoleon in 1806. It is situated in the historical centre of Venice, a few minutes walk from S. Mark's square, between Campo S. Samuele, Palazzo Grassi and Campo S. Stefano, and offers accommodation to young university students and tourists. 
It can be easily reach from Piazzale Roma and the Railway Station by the vaporetto n.1 (stop at S. Angelo), or n. 82 (stop at S. Samuele).

FROM THE AIRPORT TO THE HOTELS

For Don Orione Artigianelli

By water 

From Marco Polo Airport it is possible to arrive at “Zattere” stop (about 100 metres from Arigianelli Centre) by choosing Alilaguna boat;
The Shuttle bus Alilaguna red LINE from the Airport to Zattere: cost of the ticket 12,00 euro. 

Outside the airport please take the shuttle bus to the water Alilaguna stop and take the RED LINE to ZATTERE.
From the Airport to Zattere there is one boat per hour at minutes 10. (please consult Alilaguna web site for the timetable).

The stops are: Airport, Murano Musea, Lido, Arsenale, San Marco, Zattere and the journey will take about 1 hour and 20 minutes.

From “Zattere” stop, go along the waterfront to the right, cross a bridge and soon after the large Gesuati Church, the entrance to the Centre is at number 909/A behind the Church.

It is also possible to reach Don Orione Hotel taking the Bus from the Airport to Piazzale Roma (see below), and then the vaporetto as follows:

· Number 51 or 61 along Giudecca Canal (faster and cheaper). Stop at “Zattere”. On your right, turn on your left soon after the great Church of Gesuati, the entrance is at number 909/A behind the same Church.
· Number  1 or 82 (direction Vallaresso) that is a more touristic way along Canal Grande. Stop at “Accademia”. On your left follow “Rio Terrà Foscarini” street: you will find us after 200 metres on your right, opposite Sant’Agnese Church.

By bus

From the airport to Piazzale Roma. 

From Marco Polo Airport it is possible to choose the bus:

· ACTV N 5 (please consult waterbus timetable and fares), orange public bus service outside the arrival, the cost is 2 euro for single journey and you can buy the ticket on board. During the day it runs twice per hour at minutes 10 and 40.

· ATVO Bus (please consult waterbus timetable and fares),  blue private service  outside the Arrivals, the cost is 5 euro for single journey and you can buy the ticket on board. During the day it runs twice per hour from h: 9:10 every thirty minutes-

From Piazzale Roma to “ Istituto Domus Ciliota”
From “Piazzale Roma” you can choose the following vaporetto service numbers:

· Number 1: (direction Rialto) stop at Sant Angelo, following the indication to Santo Stefano, and take the first street at your right side before entering the Santo Stefano Square.

· Number 82 (direction Vallaresso) Stop at San Samuele, following the indication to Santo Stefano Square, arriving in this square you will walk through the street – Calle delle Muneghe- and on your right hand you will find the Istituto.
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PUBLIC TRANSPORT 

Tickets can be bought at waterbus stops except sometimes at off-peak times, as well as at tobacconists' and some newspaper shops and kiosks.
· Single tickets and Travel Cards
· The waterbus ticket fare is € 6.00.The ticket is valid for 60 minutes on the Venice network, excluding the Alilaguna, Fusina, LineaBlu and Clodia lines. Single tickets can also be bought on board. In this case, however, you must be careful to request the ticket from the attendant as soon as you board. 

· One-day Travel Card for € 12,00, valid for 24 hours from the time of stamping. 

· Three-day Travel Card for € 25,00 valid for 72-hour from the time of stamping.
