Network Developments
· Second Annual Network Workshop-“ Lessons for  the effective transnational transferring of experience “.  On June 6 we held a joint meeting with the EP Intergroup on Urban Policy and Housing. The meeting looked at the the various  EU programmes concerned with the exchange of experience at transnational level. Presentations were given by Urbact, Interract, National Peer review programme and also the European Urban Knowledge network. In addition there is a report regarding the future Urbact 2 programme and our recommendations.
· ANNUAL GENERAL ASSEMBLY AND STUDY TOUR. This years annual general meeting and study tour will take place in Charleroi(Belgium) on 23- 25 November. We will pay 3 nights for one delegate plus travel. Delegates would arrive on Thursday 23 November. The study tour and AGM would take place on 24 and 25 November. Please make a note of the date and further details will be sent separately.

· QeC-ERAN delegation visit to Turkey. The president, Lionel Martijn ,secretary , Roberto Tricarico and executive bureau member Luisa Avedano met with the mayors of Anamur region. Anamur will become members of the network and the visit has also laid the basis for joint working in a number of possible EU programmes. It is hoped that we will have representatives from Turkey at our annual general meeting.
· The next network workshop will take place on 21 September in Brussels. The theme is “Diversity, Integration and Inclusion: Lessons from Urban 1 and 2”. The workshop is infact the final conference of the Udiex-Alep network. Further details will be sent to members separately.

· European Regeneration Managers Network.(ERMN) Through the Udiex-Alep project we have successfully mobilised  a cross- section of over 400 actors from 23 cities in Europe. As Udiex-Alep will finish later this year we have decided to maintain the interest generated by the project and thus establish ERMN. Further information will be sent to members after the summer 

· European Residents in Regeneration Network (ERRN)
Following the launch of this network(see Flash Number 2 2006), we have now developed a project proposal within the EU Communication  and Citizenship Strategy. The objectives of the proposal are:
· To establish 8-10 local residents in regeneration forums (LRF), in project partner locations. Each LRF would bring together a minimum of 30-35 participants. Each Forum would also bring together a cross-section of local residents (women; older and younger people ; cultural /ethnic diversity )

· Each LRF would undertake a local consultation regarding key priorities for urban regeneration;

· All delegates from each LRF would participate in an online  transnational capacity building and exchange of experience action learning programme

· 5 delegates from each LRF would participate in a transnational peer review and development workshop held in Brussels. The workshop would incorporate a meeting with key EU actors in relation to urban development. The working languages for the workshop would be English, French, Italian, and Spanish.

· Establish an online exchange of information, good practice and resources for citizen participation in urban regeneration. This would include profiles of the participants in the LRFs to facilitate inter-citizen exchange.
· Staff Developments
Tamara Hodas García from Spain has started working with us in July. She has taken over the coordination of the European Residents in Regeneration Network and will continue developing this network.
Jelena Karamatijevic will start developing the European Managers In Regeneration Network (EMRN) in September. Jelena is responsible for Urban Planning and EU funding in Berlin.
Project News
· UDIEX – ALEP. The project held the final two workshops in Crotone(8 -10 June) and Dublin (6-8 July). The workshop in Crotone focussed on the issue of ICT and Social inclusion. The workshop in Dublin had presentations from the European Investment bank as well as focussing on EU Urban Policy. All the presentations will be shortly available on our website space for members.

· RESTART : an European project to tackle Early School Leaving, is now in its second semester. Preparation for the second Peer Review Exchange Workshop Exchange (PREW) on "Broader Approaches to Learning" is ongoing. It will take place in London, September 13 to 15, 2006. Special attention will be given to alternative ways of teaching, learning, evaluating. The dissemination of the London Local Action group (Local coordination: Presentation/Olmec) over its own activities has been twinned with the PREW.

Activities concerning the end of year one and the renewal of the project for the second year are on the way too.

· LAP’S AND RAP’S: 

The second workshop for this project took place in Rome. The focus was on access for vulnerable groups to the labour market. In addition a second version of the emerging framework and methodology for local and regional action planning was presented.

· GENDERWISE: 

The first Peer Review Exchange Workshop took place in Barcelona from 17 to 20 of May 2006 and was focused on socialization and education in the gender equality with a particular view with the role of the men as change agents. The workshop was hosted by the local action group partner ITD (Innovación, Transferencia y Desarrollo). 
During the PREW 3 nationals perspective was presented and two Case Studies were also presented. The first one – Il Cerchio degli Uomini – from Torino LAG was focused to share experiences about the meaning of being a man today, within a context in which some of the traditional patriarchal structures are changing. The second Case Study presented was from the Barcelona LAG: learning household knowledge and chores. 
The main goal of this project is to promote new models of behaviour with respect to the sexual division of labour within the school and family life.

EU NEWS AND PUBLICATIONS
Budgetary framework and cohesion policy package for 2007-2013 

On 15 May the Council endorsed a provisional agreement reached on 4 April with European Parliament on the EU’s budgetary framework for the 2007-2013 period. The new inter-institutional agreement (IIA) will enter into force on 1 January 2007. The Parliament approved the IIA and various joint declarations on 17 May. Two points can be highlighted: 

· Level of spending: EUR 864 billion over the 2007-13 period (only EUR 2 billion higher than that in the European Council’s December agreement). 

· Flexibility in the allocation of spending: spending reserves outside the financial framework are provided for, including a Globalisation fund “to assist workers made redundant as a result of major structural changes in world trade as regards retraining and their efforts to find new jobs”. This fund will be financed up to EUR 500 million annually.

Ten days before, the Council had reached a political agreement on proposals for five regulations of the EU’s structural funds and cohesion fund for the period 2007-2013. These will focus on three redefined objectives: 

· Convergence (EUR 251 billion): this objective covers Member States and regions whose development is lagging behind. 

· Regional competitiveness and employment (EUR 49 billion): this objective will help regions to anticipate and promote economic change in industrial, urban and rural areas. It is also aimed at helping people “to anticipate and to adapt to economic change by supporting policies aimed at full employment, quality and productivity at work and social inclusion”. 

· European territorial cooperation (EUR 7.8 billion): this is a new objective building on the experience of the initiative on interregional cooperation (Interreg).

The texts of the five draft regulations will be sent to the European Parliament for its assent or second reading, depending on the regulation concerned (vote expected for beginning of July). Once the decision-making process is completed, the Council will formally adopt strategic guidelines on the basis of which each Member State will prepare, in dialogue with the Commission, a national reference document on its development strategy, which will constitute the framework for preparing operational programmes.

 Fourth progress report on economic and social cohesion 

On 12 June, the Commission presented the Fourth Progress Report on economic and Social Cohesion, which overviews the state of the regions in the enlarged EU in terms of levels of income, employment and productivity, and addresses a number of issues in the preparation for the 2007-2013 programming period, such as adequate basic infrastructure and qualified human resources.

The great majority of investments co-financed by the EU are made in regions where GDP is less than 75% of the average. The aim is to help those regions catch up with the more developed ones. The number of people living in such regions has increased with enlargement - from 69 million in the EU of 15 to 118 million in the EU of 25. (Source: EC)

Annual report on the situation of fundamental rights in the EU 

“Despite some positive steps to improve fundamental rights in the European Union, Member States still have a long way to go to become the model for other countries”. That is the conclusion of the report drawn up by the Network of Independent Experts on Fundamental Rights and discussed in the European Parliament Civil Liberties Committee on 19 June. The EU Network of Independent Experts on Fundamental Rights was set up by the European Commission upon the request of Parliament in 2002. 

As an example of bad practice, the report strongly criticises the segregation of Roma students in some Member States. In many cases they are falsely placed into special classes or institutions for children with mental disabilities. On the other hand, the report also talks about the positive developments: some Member States have gone beyond the minimum requirements of EU legislation and adopted their own national strategies to combat discrimination.  Caritas report on poverty in Europe “Migration, a journey into poverty?” 

Launched on 19 June by Caritas Europa, this study reveals a bleak picture for the 56.1 million migrants living in Europe, particularly for those 5 million who have irregular status. The groups most at risk of poverty are irregular migrants and asylum-seekers. “It is clear that government policies aim to deter these two groups from settling in by making conditions for them as difficult as possible”, the study says. 

Caritas’ experience and a broad variety of research show that immigrants face many barriers in the fields of employment, housing, education and participation in public life. These five main thematic areas are covered in this publication. Some key recommendations from the report include a call for the opening of channels for legal labour migration, compulsory education for all children regardless of their residence status, and voting rights - at least in local, regional and EU elections - for all legally-resident migrants.

Europe-wide study on discrimination against LGBT young people 

ILGA-Europe and IGLYO have recently launched the results of a survey on discrimination against lesbian, gay, bisexual, transgender (LGBT) young people. The Europe-wide study looks at discrimination in different areas of life: school, family environment, circle of friends, etc. 

The report highlights the lack of visibility of LGBT people at school and in society and shows how bullying and harassment continue to be major problems for LGBT youths. These can affect mental well-being, lead to lower achievements at school and to higher suicide rates. Discrimination and prejudice thus influence the transition of young people into adulthood and are at the basis of their social exclusion.

The impact of Europe on the fight against homelessness and housing exclusion 

The aim of this edition of the FEANTSA’s magazine “Homeless in Europe” is to present examples of EU policy measures and to explain their impact, whether positive or negative, on the scope and nature of housing exclusion and homelessness. The articles demonstrate that - despite its limited legal competencies - the EU plays an important role in the fight against homelessness and housing exclusion. 

 

Commission Communication on Social services of general interest 

This Communication adopted on 26 April by the European Commission presents a list of specific characteristics of social services of general interest and reviews the support which they receive from various existing community instruments. It also opens up a consultation process. These services differ from country to country, but can include sectors such as social housing, childcare or services towards families and persons in need. However, the Communication does not deal with health services, which will fall under a separate initiative from the Commission.

The Social Platform welcomed the Communication, but felt the Commission should have taken bolder steps towards advancing legal instruments in a context of urgent modernisation of social services in Member States. The European Trade Union Confederation (ETUC) said the Communication was a “necessary but inadequate first step”: “The Commission must establish greater legal certainty, through a framework directive on services of general interest (SGI), which should also make it possible to take account of the specific character of social services”.

Social protection and social inclusion: guidelines for preparing national reports 2006-2008 

These guidelines provide the framework for Member States to use in drawing up their national plans for each of the three areas of Social Inclusion, Pensions and Health and Long Term Care. These plans, which should cover the period 2006-2008, should be submitted to the Commission in the form of a National Report on Strategies for Social Protection and Social Inclusion by 15 September 2006.

The persistence of poverty across generations 

This study published by the Joseph Rowntree Foundation measures the extent to which growing up in poverty makes children more likely to be poor as adults. It compares teenagers from the 1970s with those from the 1980s. Undertaken by Jo Blanden and Steve Gibbons of the Centre for Economic Performance at the London School of Economics, the study suggests that initiatives to improve skills and employment opportunities are probably the only sensible way to tackle the problem of persistent poverty and that there is no quick fix available through other more specific interventions: “It is clear that children in poverty are more likely to grow up to be poor, a result that highlights the importance of the policy agenda to reduce child poverty and disadvantage but not through income transfers alone”.

Finnish Presidency to increase transparency of EU decision-making 

In a press release issued on 31 March, the Finnish Ministry of Justice states that one of the objectives of the Finnish Presidency is to increase the transparency of the proceedings of the Council: “Means of achieving this include promoting access to documents, ensuring efficient communications and enhancing the transparency of decision-making”.

Finland intends to prepare for the publication of a Commission Discussion Paper on the revision of the Regulation regarding public access to European Parliament, Council and Commission documents during the year. Finland is also taking steps to promote discussion on the issue during its Presidency. For instance, the Presidency website will feature the Committee of Permanent Representatives (COREPER) and working party agendas, as well as agendas and background papers of the Councils of Ministers. Finland also intends to boost the number of public sessions of the Council on all key issues and matters of interest to citizens. At the end of the Presidency period, Finland will assess progress made towards public discussions.

Commission report on education and training in the EU 

The Commission presented on 16 May its 2006 report mapping the progress on the Lisbon goals in education and training. While noting positive trends in certain areas, the report stresses that the overall progress of Europe’s education and training systems is insufficient. For instance, about 6 million young people (18-24 years olds) have left education prematurely (2005 data). To reach the European benchmark of no more than 10% early school leavers, then 2 million of these young people would need to continue in education.

Future of Europe: towards a European citizens’ agenda? 

On 10 May the Commission adopted a “Policy Agenda for Europe’s citizens”, as its contribution to the discussion on the future of Europe due to take place at the European Council of 15-16 June. It builds on messages received from Plan D and the national debates during the period of reflection called by Europe’s leaders last year.

The Commission’s agenda is rooted in the strategic objectives of prosperity, solidarity and security, with the continued focus on jobs and growth. To regain the confidence of the public, the Commission is intending to harness all its resources, both internally and externally, to deliver solutions to the issues raised by citizens. The Commission sets out 12 policy initiatives, including the following: 

· Better access for EU citizens to their existing rights, and greater awareness of those rights, by proposing an “entitlement card” for all EU citizens, 

· A debate on the value added of enlargement and the Union's “absorption capacity”, 

· A new political declaration and commitment in 2007, aimed at launching a process designed to lead to a future institutional settlement.

Europe and Poverty: What is the real situation? 

According to the authors (Sarah Bouquerel and Pierre-Alain de Malleray), on the basis of the Laeken indicators, the countries of southern Europe (Portugal, Greece, Spain and Italy) and the Anglo-Saxon countries (UK and Ireland) generally reveal higher than average poverty levels. The Scandinavian countries traditionally produce better results whilst the large continental countries lie near the average scores. Of the ten new Member States the average monetary poverty level is close to that of the 15 other Member States. This result which is a priori surprising is simply the expression of the relativity of the notion of poverty which is defined by national systems of reference. Hence beyond all expectations the Czech Republic has the lowest poverty levels in the entire Union.

 New report on risk of poverty in the European Union 

The European Centre for Social Welfare and Research is one of four partners in the Network on Social Inclusion and Income Distribution of the European Observatory on the Social Situation, which is a project financed and monitored by the European Commission (DG Empl). The general aim of the network is to monitor and report on trends in income distribution and social inclusion, i.e. the overall inclusiveness of European society, which incorporates the situation in terms of income and wealth, the impact of tax/benefit systems, the access to services, questions related to poverty and population groups facing a higher risk of exclusion.

The final annual report for 2005 of the Network on Social Inclusion and Income Distribution examines differences and trends in poverty rates across countries of the European Union.
