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First Peer Review Exchange 

Turin, 27-29 May 2004

The overall conclusion of the PREW that was held in Torino was very positive and participants were globally satisfied the workshop organisation.
Given the fact that Torino was a pilot, these are the issues which were identified as improvement targets for the future PREW.
· Information concerning case studies and projects under review should be provided well before the PREW itself so that coordinators may arrange a partial translation of the material to participants with language limitations

· Other information about the PREW such as PREW template, PREW evaluation should also be provided sufficiently in advance for translation

· Participants profiles should be available to all participants before the PREW to improve networking and focus discussions during the PREW
· Coordinators should prepare participants prior to the PREW so that time need not be time dedicated to this aim during the PREW itself

· Crucial to provide well established case studies (projects presented should have been operational for more than one year in order to provide a good case study)

· Important that case studies be presented in an agreed format to facilitate evaluation and direct the discussion
· Translation must be provided throughout the whole workshop, during formal presentations as well as during small group working sessions for good understanding between participants was recognised as a key to an effective multilateral peer exchange process
· Review the suitability of the peer review template
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
