CORBY WOMEN’S CENTRE

Corby Women’s Centre (CWC) was established in 1985.  It was run on a voluntary basis until 2000 when the organisation received a grant from the National Lottery and it became a registered charity.  CWC is the only women’s centre in Northamptonshire.

We also have a grant from Northamptonshire County Council and from the Health Improvement Programme (HIMP).

The core services that the Centre offers are: 

· pregnancy testing  

· information on contraception, sexual health advice and free condoms  

· emergency contraception (Saturday drop-in)

· emotional support (provided during drop-in times: Mon am, Tues, Wed and Fri pm) 

· free counselling by appointment
· health and welfare literature
Currently there are two users’ groups:  the OWLS (Older Wiser Ladies) and a Craft Group.  
The Centre also offers free courses, career and guidance advice and training workshops in conjunction with other agencies.
